WDAO radio relocates to Wright-Dunbar Village

1210 WDAO-AM has relocated its offices and studio to 1012 W. Third St. in the heart of the Wright-Dunbar Village business district. The total cost of the project is $300,000 with the city of Dayton helping cover that cost through a West Dayton Development Trust Fund grant and a grant from the Town Centers program. WDAO-AM is the first new business in the area in nearly 25 years. Wright-Dunbar was once the home of the Wright brothers, the inventors of powered flight, and African-American poet Paul Laurence Dunbar. WDAO has been on the air for more than 33 years and was the first station in the country to have a full-time rhythm and blues format. Most recently the station's studio was housed in a shopping center at 33 E. Second St. 
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
